Main purpose of the role
To encourage young carers to have fun and relax in a safe and welcoming environment.

Commitment
The commitment is a minimum of two sessions per month (6 hours in total) for a
minimum period of six months to ensure consistency for young carers.

Tasks

1. Assisting in the set up and set down of the clubs according to procedure as required
(including preparation of food, setting up and tidying up of arts and crafts/sports
activities)

2. Tointeract with the young people and encourage them to participate in the activities
on offer if they so wish

3. Maintenance of a tidy and safe environment at all times

4. To conduct all dealings with young carers in a public area in full view of others
